REF = Reference
	· To search the library for books, click on the Library Catalog Icon on any library computer.  Search by subject, title OR author. Check out as many of these as you need for your project.

· Reference books are available for use in the library or for overnight loan.

· Online databases!  Access from the library homepage: www.websterschools.org/webpages/eells.  We pay big bucks for these huge collections of magazines and reference books.  See yellow card for passwords.  You can print articles out – yes, they really are PRINT sources.
· For general information, don’t forget the encyclopedias.  They are on the long bookshelf by the door.  Encarta is also available on all the computers in the library.

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	· Start with a subject guide.  Go to the library homepage: www.websterschools.org/webpages/eells --> Click on Resources --> Click on Subject Guides

· Try Google or other search engines – but be careful to know who is writing the article.  Ask yourself – what makes this person an expert???
