Some atlases include maps of only states, other atlases are maps of continents.

The index is in the back of the book.

The Internet

The Internet is a network, or group, of many computers.

The World Wide Web is on the Internet and provides information.

The information on the Web is mostly designed for adults.  At school we use it with teacher help to research.

Online encyclopedias are computer versions of encyclopedias found in the library.
